Allerton Waste Recovery Park, is operated by Amey on behalf of North Yorkshire County Council and the City of York Council, and treats up to 320,000 tonnes of waste each year. 

As well as using waste to generate enough electricity to power at least 40,000 homes, the facility also features technology that sorts the incoming household waste to extract materials suitable for recycling. Food waste is also separated and sent to an anaerobic digester where it creates renewable energy.

The visitor centre is open for local schools, community groups and residents. Visits include a site tour to view the state-of-the-art waste treatment technology and visits for schools and young people include recycling and waste related activities.
